State of Metropolitan
Housing Report at our General
Membership meeting at noon at the
Louisville Urban League, 1535 W.
Broadway. In this report, MHC will
update nine measures of housing
conditions in our metropolitan
region. We will also focus on an
alarming 400% increase in foreclo-
sures in the Louisville MSA since
1996.

VALERIE SALLY, who authored the
report on behalf of MHC, will
present a brief overview of the data in
the report. At that time, members
will have an opportunity to hear from
SHARON DECKER, Vice President and
Director of Mortgage Lending at
Fifth Third Bank; Jefterson Circuit
Court Commissioner STAN CHUAVIN,
JR.; and CHRISTIE McCRAVEY of the
Housing Partnership Inc.

MHC will follow the release of this
report by convening a six-month
Foreclosure Working Group to
examine this trend, determine what

we do know and what we need to

know about foreclosure in order to
begin to develop policy initiatives to
stem the dramatic increase in families
losing their homes. The Working
Group will be composed of con-
sumer advocates, members of the
mortgage industry, representatives of
the court system and other stake-
holders.

Ben Cook appointed CEO
of Kentucky Housing
Corporation

Former Director of the HUDKentucky
Field office, BEN COOK accepted a new
position as CEO of the Kentucky Hous-
ing Corporation on August 27, 2004.
Cook replaces LYNN LUALLEN, who served
as CEO for nearly 20 years and retired on
August 31.

Cook served as the field director for the
HUD office since 2002, and, prior to
that, was the director the Community
Planning and Development Division in
the HUD Kentucky Field Office for more
than 10 years.

Cook hails from Campbellsville, Ken-
tucky, and is a graduate of Eastern Ken-
tucky University. He also has a graduate
degree in Urban Planning. He is looking
forward to the opportunity to continue
and expand Louisville’s and KHC’s rela-
tionship through affordable housing.
Cook says he will utilize his federal and
private sector experience to expand gov-
ernmental provision of housing and ser-

vices to low-income families. =

Poverty rates rise in
Kentucky

Poverty data released from the 2003
American Community Survey and the
Census Bureau indicates that overall pov-
erty rose in 41 states (including the Dis-
trict of Columbia) from 2000-03. Child

poverty rose in 33 states, including Ken-

tucky, and declined in only 18 states.

Kentucky ranked 46th in terms of over-
all poverty — a figure which has risen
8.9% in the last three years. Additionally,
Kentucky’s child poverty rate has gone
up by 12.8% during this time, making our
children the third poorest in the nation.

In other words, the new data tells us that
56,727 individuals — induding more than 15,000
children — have fallen into poverty in just three
years.

Additionally in Kentucky, median fam-
ily incomes have declined from $42,852
in 2002, to nearly $1,000 less in 2003,
ranking us 46th in the nation. This in-
come decline, combined with higher
rental vacancy rates, and increasing hous-
ing costs for both renters and owners,
feeds the persistent gap between what
housing costs and what Kentucky’s fami-
lies can afford to pay.
