2008 State of Metropolitan Housing Report
Release J‘ezfﬁﬁ Oetoher 26, noon, at Lowisville Hrban Loague

This year’s State of Metropolitan Hous-
ing Report focuses on home energy
costs and the impact on affordable
shelter. In our MSA, we were used to
low cost energy, but that has changed.
In August 1998, the total cost for 70
Ccf’s of natural gas was $38.56; in
August 2008, the costis $134.78. This
is without the rate increase before the
Public Service Commission. Exacer-
bating costs is the energy inefficiency
of many homes occupied by lower in-
come households.

MHC compares different eras in
home building: the 1890’s shotgun
homes of Germantown, the post
World War II suburban homes of
Okolona and the Frey’s Hill homes of
the 1990’s. Insulation was not man-
datory in the building code until al-
most 1980 and deteriorating homes
without energy efficient rehabilitation
increase usage for those least able to
afford it.

MHC believes that heat and lights
are part of safe, fair and affordable
housing and we hope to link all the
communities that are interested in
energy cost and usage to work on this
issue together.

The New York Times recently cited
a Metropolitan Housing Coalition re-
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port in an article on the rising num-
bers of homeless children in school,
including those in Louisville. This ar-
ticle reminds us that affordable hous-
ing remains out of reach to many
workers as well as those on fixed in-
comes. To rent a modest two-bed-
room unit, without it being cost bur-
densome, a family would need an in-
come of $26,520. This is $12.75 per
hour, but the median wage for 37% of
all wage-earners in the Louisville MSA
is less than $12.75.

housing issues. We also believe
that social change can only come
from people working in unity on
common goals. We use this
model because we are not only
dedicated to seeing an increase
in fair and affordable housing,
but we are intentional in the
collective process we use to
reach our goal.

It is in this light that we turn

" in MHC

to one of our allies in the struggle,
Women In Transition (WIT),
which is “a grassroots organiza-
tion run by and for poor people
working to create a world where
everyone’s economic human
rights are provided.” MHC
provides the data and numbers
around the effects of rising utility
costs, but WIT is poised to tell the
human aspect of the story.

Virginia Durrance has been a
member of Women in Transition
for 3!/, years. Like many
Louisvillians, she struggles to pay
her LG&E bill every month
because she simply doesn’t have
the money to pay for it. Virginia
says, “Right now I have a bill
which is $202 but have paid some
of it because I have other bills to
pay. I don’t know why my bill is
so high. Wintertime is coming and
last year I really struggled to pay
my bill. I am so scared that I
won’t be able to do it and they are
going to get turned off. With gas
and food costing more and more,
I am worried that I will have to
choose between keeping my family
warm or feeding them.”

At MHC, we know this story all
too well and as we gather data on
the 2008 State of Metropolitan
Housing Report, which will focus
on utility costs, we are finding
new policy recommendations and
solutions to this rising problem. It
is also through partnerships with
grassroots organizations such as
WIT that we will work in coalition

to make lasting and systemic
change! g5
