Minton Bridge is slated for
much-needed rehabilitation

work?

Whether through a full bridge closure or
selective lane-closure, people will be
affected.

The Sherman Minton Bridge will undergo much-
needed rehabilitation work; it is one of the two un-
tolled bridges to Indiana and a lifeline for people in
west Louisville and southern Indiana. Our job is to

make, as painless as possible, the times that the
bridge will either experience lane closures or be
closed.

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underestimated the increased traffic on the Sherman
Minton Bridge and the 2nd Street bridge. Basically
they said not much increase. They also said there
would be NO environmental impact on the
neighborhoods.

However, the daily increase in vehicles on the
bridge is 23-30% (90,000 vehicles per day on
Sherman Minton and 45,000 on Second Street-
compared to 64,000 on Kennedy/Lincoln and 21,000
on the east bridge). That means that there could be
severe environmental impact happening in the very
areas that are supposed to receive increased
scrutiny because of being "environmental justice"
populations.

But the true environmental impact of increased
traffic on the bridge has not been studied, so,
consequently, good mitigation work as the rehab is
done will not be included. Compounding the
incompetence of the prediction is that the idea of
measuring the true impact has not been explored-
apparently, poisoning populations due to
incompetence is not something worth correcting. Of
course the highway goes through very segregated
neighborhoods, so the lack of interest may be
related to that reality.

MHC is alerting you to this because there is the
possibility of including mitigation in the bridge rehab
and because-well-someone is supposed to care
about this.

Fair Housing Issue:

Another reason to take an interest is the impact on
the quality of life in west Louisville and southern
Indiana when access to the un-tolled bridge is
curtailed. The access to housing in southern Indiana
may become more expensive and the access to
employment and schools will be compromised. In
western Louisville, where there is a desert, not just
for food, but for all commercial amenities




(restaurants, clothing stores, etc.) people regularly
cross the bridge. The Kentuckiana Metroversity
concept will be compromised.

What can we do:

MHC is on the (legally required) Environmental
Justice Committee. If you are interested in joining
(next meeting is November 29) or in expressing your
concern or asking for a good study to be done here
are the people to contact:

Offer solutions to minimize the pain of lane closure
or bridge closure. MHC proposed that any vehicle
registered in the several contiguous counties be
excused from paying a toll while the work on the
Sherman Minton is done.

MHC Gains Partners in Creating
Rental Readiness Videos

Evictions are a problem in Louisville/Jefferson County and
the larger United States. Louisville has grown from being
25% renters to 38% renters and the 2018 State of
Metropolitan Housing Report will show that
Louisville/Jefferson County evictions were, on average,
more than half (54.0 percent) of all evictions statewide,
and Louisville/Jefferson County eviction filings accounted
for about two-thirds (66.9 percent) of the state total. Yet,
Jefferson County contains only 21.1 percent of the state's
renter-occupied housing units.

Unfortunately, Louisville has not had a Tenant Association
for over 15 years, and as only 36% of African American or
Hispanic/Latinx households own homes, compared to the
white homeownership rate of 70%, this becomes a fair
housing issue.

As part of a strategy to address evictions, MHC is
partnering with several agencies to produce a series of
videos on rental readiness. The series, entitled Renter
Center will provide both written materials (print and digital)
and short videos that can be used for teaching a class or
for individual learning purposes to educate renters on their
rights and responsibilities.

Initial support for this project came from the Louisville Bar
Foundation. The Louisville Urban League, Lexington Fair
Housing Council, and Legal Aid Society have given
technical assistance. Our newest partner is the Louisville
Affordable Housing Trust Fund. Patrick Fitzgerald has
been the production maestro.

The first of the Renter Center videos will be shown at the




release event for the 2018 State of Metropolitan Housing
Report. They will be available online on the MHC web site.

Mayor Greg Fischer announced that Louisville Metro
Government, together with the University of
Louisville's Institute for Sustainable Health & Optimal
Aging, AARP Kentucky and the Kentucky Regional
Planning and Development Agency (KIPDA), have
completed a Strategic Plan for Age-Friendly
Louisville, an initiative to create an accessible and
inclusive city for people of all ages and abilities.

With the guidance of a community advisory group,
eight community meetings, two city-wide surveys,
and collaboration with Plan 2040 (Louisville's
recently updated comprehensive plan), we are
excited to begin implementation of the action
projects in our four domains of: 1) Housing, 2)

& Inclusion, and 4) Community Support and Health
Services.
