Urge members of
Congress to REJECT the
President’s FY06 budget
proposal
Be sure to call your representatives in
Congress before the deadline for the
FY06 Budget Resolution — April 15.
The implications of this budget pro-
posal for the poor, disabled, elderly and
homeless in Louisville are immediately
severe. The long term implications for
our community are also dire. The pro-
posal abandons Metro Louisville and
our real and pressing housing needs.

Already the second smallest depart-
ment of the federal government —
U.S. HUD — faces a cut of nearly
11.5% of its total budget — from $32.3
billion in FY 2005 to a proposed $28.5
billion in FY 2006.  Since the mid
1970’s the budget of HUD has de-
creased by 48%, even while the nation’s
housing has aged and as working people
have faced decreased incomes and in-
creased housing costs.

We must stand together to demand
adequate funding for all HUD pro-
grams. Voice your objections about the
FY 2006 proposal by calling your elected
officials before April 15, 2005.

The Administration proposes removal
of funding for 18 federal community
development programs currently
funded by seven federal agencies —
including the Community Develop-

ment Block Grant Program. They are
‘reassigned’ to the Commerce Depart-
ment with a 35% cut in funding under
the Strengthening America’s Commu-
nity Initiative. This initiative, adminis-
tered as an economic development
block grant, eliminates Louisville’s en-
titlement to a pro rata share of funds for
infrastructure and is a draconian cut to
available funds and allowable uses.

In addition to cutting or eliminating
key programs serving low income
households, the President proposes five-
year spending caps that would freeze
funding for low income programs at
the grossly inadequate FY06 funding
levels.

Update on the Kentucky
Affordable Housing
Trust Fund
The Kentucky Affordable Housing
Trust Fund was maintained at the $2.5
million level for both FY 2005 and FY
2006. The retroactive legislation for
the AHTF indicated the Kentucky
Housing Corporation may add addi-
tional funding to the pool.

Thus, counting the additional
$500,000 given to the Kentucky  AHTF
by the Kentucky Housing Corpora-
tion, total program funding for FY
2005 will equal $3 million.

For FY 2006, the KY AHTF legisla-
tion language was changed. The new
legislation mandates that the Kentucky
Housing Corporation supplement the
fund with an additional $500,000.

While this maintains the current fund-
ing level for the trust fund, advocates
are concerned about KHC money be-
ing diverted away from other critical
housing needs. Instead, advocates want
to see an overall increase in state fund-
ing to the trust fund without supple-
mentation by the Kentucky Housing
Corporation funds.

Governor Fletcher reviews the bud-
get in mid-March and legislators will
meet in Frankfort near the end of March
to finalize the plan. Governor Fletcher
will likely approve the Kentucky Af-
fordable Housing Trust Fund at the
$2.5 million level.

Advocates will work in the future
towards an increase in this amount, as
the current AHTF pool is insufficient
to address many of Kentucky’s afford-
able housing needs. ■
