MHC salutes Councilman Willie
Bright and National Low Income
Housing Coalition Founder,
Cushing Dolbeare, both of whom
passed away in March of this year.

A long-time friend to MHC,
Councilman Willie Bright passed
away at the age of 72 on March 19.
Whenever we called — and wher-
ever we asked him to be — Council-
man Bright answered and was there.
We salute his unfaltering dedication
to his community, to District 4, and
to meeting the housing needs of this
community.

Cushing Dolbeare formed the
National Low Income Housing
Coalition, a diverse group of labor,
civil rights, religious and social
groups that highlights housing needs
for low-income Americans, in 1974.
During her reign as NLIHC’s presi-
dent, she developed the now-famous
Out of Reach  report, which docu-
ments the gap between housing costs
and income in this nation. She was a
tireless advocate for our country’s
poor for more than 50 years. ■

MHC’s new web site
brings members to our

From October 1, 2004 to mid-April,
2005, MHC’s web site was visited 2,175
times — an average of about 11 visits
per day. A typical visitor stays almost
five minutes and looks at five different
pages within the site. The number of
visits per month has been on a steady
rise since December, with March visits
more than doubling December’s, and
April on track to top March. Thus far in
April, we’ve received an average of 21
visits per day. To date, 10 new members
have joined using the web site and more
are sure to come.

The 2005 federal budget passed by Congress last fall

included a 4% cut in Section 8 funding.

that the Louisville Metro Housing Authority will suffer a

nearly $2 million shortfall in funding — causing an esti-

mated 356 low-income families to lose Section 8 housing

assistance! (Source: Center on Budget and Policy Priorities)

Already today, over 14,000 qualified Louisville Metro

families (nearly 34,000 people) wait for Section 8 housing

vouchers because even current funding levels don’t come

close to meeting our local need.

We cannot afford to lose one Section 8 voucher — and we

can’t afford to be silent.
